1. Events or activities requiring travel to/from a non-EU Member or Associated State unless (i) a contractor is established in the third country concerned, or (ii) it is provided for in Annex I of the contract. 

Examples are representation of the project at international conferences, involvement of appointed researchers in field trips, observing campaigns.


2. Inviting a researcher who is not a member of the consortium from outside the EU Member and Associated States, in order to participate in a network activity or event, e.g. teaching of appointed researchers at a network school/workshop/meeting.



	The Commission will agree to such requests only when the relevant event or activity is consistent with the joint work programme set out in Annex I of the contract. Note that priority in a networks’ expenditure should be for activities directly related to strengthening links within the consortium and exposing the appointed researchers in particular to all aspects of the networks’ expertise for training and/or transfer of knowledge. 

Conversely, activities which are more to the benefit of a single contractor and which do not serve to strengthen the collaborative links within the consortium are not considered appropriate expenditure for a Marie Curie Research Training Network.
